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MOTHERS’ DAY  2010 
 

M others’ Day is important because it 
gives us the opportunity to honour 
the precious gift of motherhood.  
Mothers’ Day honours mothers 

who nurture their children by providing a caring 
home and a stable, trusting environment. For 
those whose mothers have died and now share in 
Christ’s resurrection, Mothers’ Day presents an 
opportunity of remembering mothers where 
remembrance is best. In this matter, I recall St. 
Augustine, who lived in the beginning of the fifth 
century, relating that, when 
his mother, St Monica, was at 
the point of death, she made 
this last request of him: “Lay 
this body anywhere; let not 
the care of it in anyway 
disturb you. This only I 
request of you, that you 
would remember me at the 
altar of the Lord, wherever 
you may be.”   
     At the altar today, we will 
remember mothers, both 
living and dead and pray that 
God will care for them as 
they have cared for us. To 
those who are blessed in 
spending time today with 
their mothers, (and indeed 
their mother-in-laws!), may 
the day be filled with happiness, joy and peace. 
 

P arishioners will have noticed that fences 
have gone up around part of the school 
indicating that work has begun on 
restructuring our parish primary school.  

This is part of the Federal Government’s $42 
billion economic stimulus package. In this 
diocese the Building the Education Revolution 
initiative is known as Project Genesis. This 
support for schools was primarily designed as a 
jobs creation programme and focused on building 
or refurbishing libraries, multipurpose centres, 
halls, outdoor structures or sports structures and 
the building or refurbishing of classrooms with a 

focus on the elimination of demountables. Most 
schools have demountables. St Bernadette’s 
Primary is an exception in that we do not have 
any demountables on this site.   
     What is unique in this area is that the 
Parramatta Diocese, under the leadership of the 
Director of Schools, Greg Whitby, decided to do 
much of the administration in-house. The 
expertise was there, it was reasoned, the Diocese 
managed enough schools to understand the huge 
undertaking that was involved in doing this and 

the result has been an 
enormous financial saving, 
meaning more money could 
be spent on bricks and 
mortar. The former St 
Bernadette’s Principal, Ted 
Langford, was invited to be a 
project manager. 
     In broad outline, Project 
Genesis will manage 58 
major projects which will be 
in excess of $158 million.  
Fifty-four of these projects 
will include primary schools 
within the Parramatta 
Diocese. There is scrutiny by 
the Australian Government 
through the Auditor-General. 
     Parishioners will be 
interested in the break-up of 

the monies because not all money goes into bricks 
and mortar. There is a non-construction 
component that includes architectural fees, 
reports from hydraulics, structural, electrical, geo-
technical people, and surveys and so on. Anyone 
who has built a house knows that what seems like 
a disproportionate amount goes into these non-
construction areas. And then there is landscaping 
which, for some homeowners, is a cost that blows 
the budget. 
     On Wednesday, along with the parish primary 
school Principal, Paul Colyer, I attended a 
meeting with Catholic Education Office 
personnel, the architects for the project and the 
builder. Some of the issues we discussed are 
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First Reading: Acts 15:1-2,22-29. 
Disagreement comes quickly to the 
early Church. Through discussion and 
listening, the Spirit guides the disciples  
to a wise outcome. 
 

Second Reading: Apocalypse 21:10-
14’22-23. Jesus is the radiant light of 

God’s glory. He illumines the ‘new Jerusalem’, the city of 
peace. 
 

Gospel:  John 14:23-29. Jesus gives his disciples his 
parting gift - the promise of the Holy Spirit and the power 
of peace. 
 

Next week: Ascension of the Lord Year C

LITURGY CORNER 
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 important for us because, as parishioners, we are 
going to be inconvenienced from now until 
Christmas.  Only at Christmas will we see that the 
inconvenience was worth it.  
      On May 17 the Foreman will come onto the 
site. There will be trucks coming and going from 
then on, Monday to Saturday, as concrete is 
removed. We won’t see any building activity for 
two months as preparations are made to lay solid 
foundations. Some carparking will be reserved for 
site sheds. The very difficult parish and school 
site will become even more difficult, but it is a 
practical application of the principle of “no pain, 
no gain”. 
     Only one building is being rebuilt.  It is a two-
story building between the old church and the 
present administration block. The building will be 
expanded, jutting out from the present building 
alignment into the car park. This expansion will 
take two car parking spaces but will be worth it in 
the long run because the jumble of narrow stairs 
and ramps will also be replaced, giving a 
magnificent entrance to the present eyesore which 
doubles as a the main parent-child entrance. The 
plan is stunning and will be well received by 
parishioners. 
    My concerns include the extra problems we 
will encounter getting around the site as well as 
the limited parking from now until Christmas.  
The Christian virtue of patience is required. We 
will need to develop a sense of humour as well. It 
is not going to be easy. 
     When the Finance Committee and the Parish 
Council first looked at the project this time last 
year, we foresaw the inconvenience but decided 
to go ahead with the project based on the 
principle that it is foolish to look a three million 
dollar gift horse in the mouth. Even a gift horse 
would struggle to be content in a stable full of 
concrete, building refuse, dust and traffic. But at 
Christmas, when we have a new school building 
free-of-charge, we will wonder what all the fuss 
was about.  
      

T his Mothers’ Day coincides with our 
first Diocesan Works Fund Appeal for 
this year. Through this Appeal, we 
support projects administered by 

Centacare. I have asked Ann O’Brien to arrange 
for a speaker at each Mass to tell us about the 
work Centacare does. This Appeal is an 
opportunity to explain some aspects of just one 
ministry the parish supports.
